This theory has been
refined by Claudia Maienborn to include a formal description of state predicates representing the
ontological difference between two kinds of states: state verbs that denote true Davidsonian even-
tualities (Davidsonian states) and stative verbs that resist a Davidsonian analysis (Kimian states).
These theoretical considerations allow to describe states as a heterogeneous class and provide

reliable means for distinguishing different types of states.
